The town was founded in the mid-13th century by Jaroslav and Havel of the Markvartice family on a headland above the Jizera river. Subsequently, the town was owned by the eminent Czech aristocratic families of Vartenberkand Smiřičtí. Turnov often suffered from incursions from foreign troops. Lusatian Knights of the Cross burned it down in 1468 and Swedes in 1643. A great fire also threatened it in 1707. In spite of all calamities, crafts developed quickly there. The first glassworks for the production of "baked glass composites", i.e. artificial precious stones made of glass, were set up as early as in the 17th century. In the 16th century, various cutting workshops had already existed, adapting and cutting precious stones either local or imported. Trading in these precious stones flourished especially in the 18th and 19th centuries, when they were exported worldwide. The tradition of the production of jewels continues at Turnov. A local school of applied arts was already established in 1884 as the first of its kind in Europe, focuses on the treatment of stone and metals and the production of jewels. At present, Turnov is the tourist centre of the northern part of the Bohemian Paradise and the ideal starting point for trips throughout the areas of Hrubá Skála, Malá Skála and Klokočské skály. The town is also the seat of the administration of the Protected Landscape Area of the Bohemian Paradise.

Mrs. Eva BUBLOVÁ 
since year 1972 works as a teacher at Hudební škola hlavního města Prahy (Music school of Prague) and at Gymnázium Jana Nerudy (high school focused on music). She is graduated at Prague conservatory (Josef Micka) and AMU (Václav Snítil). Her solo performance and violin pedagogy were significantly influenced by courses leaded by Michail Vaiman and Zachar Bron as well by her career in chamber orchestra with conductor Jiří Bělohlávek. Beside her solo teaching she works intensively with chamber ensembles, children's and students orchestras (which got numerous awards in national and international competitions).

Mr. Štěpán GRAFFE
Is the graduate of the conservatoire in Brno (prof. Jiří Besperát) and HF JAMU (prof. R. Šťastný). He recieved a lot of awards as a solist both as a chamber player on inland even external competitions (Beethoven's Hradec, International competition in Schwerinu, Prize of French association „Forum Vois Etouffés“, Prize of Czech association for chamber music attached to Czech philharmonic orchestra, etc.). Since 1997 he has played first violin in Graff's quartette, which has been performing on plenty of stages of concert's halls around three continents. Also he is a teacher of violin on the conservatoire in Brno.

Mrs. Magdalena GRAFFE
Graduate of the Brno Conservatory in the class of Miloš Vacek, the primary conductor of the Janáček Quartet and the HF JAMU with Prof. Adolf Sýkora. In 1998, she founded the violin Duo Lyriko with her future husband, with whom she develops regular concert activities. During her studies, she participated in a number of international violin courses with leading personalities, for example, with Prof. Kato Havas (Great Britain), Prof. Jindřich Pazder (AMU Prague). In 2003-2009, she was a member of the chamber orchestra Brno Chamber Soloists. As a soloist, she performed in concerts with the Moravian Chamber Orchestra and the Ars Collegium Orchestra. She is the deputy concertmaster of the Janáček Opera Orchestra of the National Theatre in Brno and currently teaches at the Brno Conservatory

Mrs. Iveta Horáčková
 works as a teacher at the Jihlava Music School, where she teaches violin, viola, chamber music and choir. She graduated from the Pardubice Conservatory (Classical Singing) and then continued her studies in Violin Pedagogy and Interpretation at the Syddansk Musikkonservatorium Esbjerg in Denmark. She continues her private education under the guidance of A. M. Keyes (San Francisco Conservatory of Music) She regularly gives concerts in the Czech Republic and abroad. She participates in pedagogical and interpretation courses, masterclasses and orchestral academies (Young Opera Schloss Weikersheim, Esker Festival Orchestra, Europera Orchestra, Irish Chamber Orchestra Academy and others). Iveta Horáčková focuses mainly on teaching children of preschool, younger and older school age. The lessons are connected with elements of the Dalcroze method, yoga, relaxation and visualization techniques.

Mrs. Ivana VÍŠKOVÁ
A graduate of the Brno Conservatory and the Faculty of Music and Dramatic Arts of the Czech Academy of Music. She works as a concertmaster of the Janáček Opera Orchestra of the National Theatre in Brno and performs as a soloist. At the Brno Conservatory, she teaches violin playing – the main subject, sheet music playing and the study of orchestral solos.

Mr. Milan VÍTEK
Milan Vitek (born Ostrava, Czech Republic, 30 August 1938) is a violinist, conductor, educator and Professor of Violin at Oberlin Conservatory of Music. Milan Vitek received his diploma in 1959 from the Brno Conservatory, where he studied with prof. Julius Remeš, a student of Otakar Ševčík. He continued his studies with prof. Jaroslav Pekelsky at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (AMU), where he graduated with a Soloist Performance Diploma cum laude in 1964. In [1961] he won a prize at the Thibaud Violin Competition in Paris, and in he won a prize in the Llangollen International Musical Eisteddfod in Wales, U.K. After completing his studies, Vitek was a founding member, concertmaster and soloist with the Prague Chamber Soloists conducted by Vaclav Neumann, member of the Czech Nonet, an official chamber ensemble of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, and the piano trio Pro Camera.
In 1968, he won a position in the Royal Danish Orchestra and moved to Copenhagen, Denmark. From 1969 to 1972, he played in the Royal Danish Orchestra as alternate concert master, founded Trio Pro Arte with the director of the Royal Danish Opera and later, the Sydney Opera, John Winther, as well as the Danish Chamber Orchestra. In 1970, he co-founded the Danish Chamber Orchestra. 
In 1972, Vitek received an invitation to join the Czech String Quartet, resident at McMaster University in Hamilton, Ontario, where he also became a professor of violin. He also played as concert master in the Hamilton Symphony Orchestra.
In 1974, he returned to Denmark as professor of violin at the Royal Danish Academy of Music, a position which held until 2001. During his tenure there, he founded and conducted the Royal Danish Academy of Music Chamber Orchestra (1974)] with which he toured to England, Scotland and Germany. He also co-founded the piano trio Trio Pro Arte, in which he played 1974-1999. With the trio he toured throughout Europe, Canada and the United States, and recorded the complete piano trios of Johannes Brahms, Bedrich Smetana's Piano Trio in G minor Op. 15 and Felix Mendelssohn-Bartholdy's second Piano Trio in C minor Op. 66 for the BIS label. In 1993, Vitek was also appointed visiting professor at the faculty of fine applied and performing arts at University of Gothenburg in Sweden. In 2001, Vitek became professor of violin at the conservatory of music at Oberlin College, where he had previously been a guest professor in 1993-94. As a conductor, Milan Vitek has been artistic director of the Camerata Roman (now Camerata Nordica) in Sweden (1985–88) and the Danish Sinfonietta in Denmark (1989-?). He has also guest conducted the Royal Danish Opera Orchestra, the Odense Symphony Orchestra, the Czech Radio SO, the Janáček Philharmonic Orchestra in the Czech Republic, the Fribourg Festival SO in Switzerland and numerous other orchestras throughout Scandinavia. He has adjudicated international violin competitions in Denmark – where he is chair of the Carl Nielsen International Music Competition – Germany, Japan, Estonia and Italy. His students are winners and laureates of among others the Carl Nielsen, J. Kocian, Heino Eller, Queen Elisabeth of Belgium, Washington International, Yehudi Menuhin International, the International Jean Sibelius Violin Competitions, and the Fischoff National Chamber Music Competition.
For his services to Danish cultural life, Milan Vitek received the Knight's Cross of Dannebrog, 1st Class, in 1999.

Mr. Vladimír PŘIKLOPIL
The artistic director of the course. Graduated of the Conservatory of Music and the Janáček Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts Brno. He was professor at the  Conservatory of Music in Žilina, Slovakia. Since1983 he has been teaching at the Institute of Music in Kotka, Finlandia. He systematically introduces the Czech culture in Finland and, on the contrary, the Finnish culture in the Czech and Slovak Republics.

VIOLONCELLO
Mrs. Věra BARTONÍČKOVÁ 	
She graduated from the Pardubice Conservatory in the class of prof. Josef Krečmer and JAMU Brno with prof. Bedřich Havlík and authorized teacher Václav Horák. In 1999–2001, she studied at the Faculty of Music of the University of Stavanger with Liv Opdal thanks to a scholarship from the Norwegian State Education Fund.
During her studies, she participated in many master classes, e.g. with Pieter Wispelwey, Ralph Kirschbaum, Jiří Bárta and Matz Rondin. She performed solo with the Pardubice Conservatory Orchestra, the Hradec Králové Philharmonic, and recorded for Czech Radio. She gained orchestral experience in several important symphony ensembles (Brno State Philharmonic, Stavanger Symphony Orchestra, Trondheim Symphony Orchestra), the focus of her artistic activity remains chamber music, the foundations of which were already laid by teachers at the ZUŠ in Mladá Boleslav. In In 2009, she was at the birth of the Kutná Hora Chamber Orchestra, of which she is the artistic director. The ensemble organizes regular concerts not only within the region, but has successfully presented itself, for example, at the National Festival of Non-Professional Ensembles (2018 - concert to celebrate the 90th birthday of Luboš Sluka in Hradec Králové, 2019 - Bučovice Chateau). She is a member of the Pilsen chamber ensemble Musica ad gaudium, which is mainly dedicated to the interpretation of baroque music, but does not shy away from the field of contemporary music, cooperating with the West Bohemian Music Center.
Since 2002, she has been teaching cello at the Pilsen Conservatory. She also teaches at the basic level of cello at the J. L. Dusík Music School in Čáslav, and since 2019 she has also been teaching at the Brno Conservatory.

P I A N O
Mr. Igor ARDAŠEV (born 1967) clearly belongs to the most significant personalities of the emerging generation of European pianists. A Brno native, he practiced his piano skills with Inessa Janíčková at the Brno Conservatoire as well as at Janáček Academy of Arts. He extended his education at master courses of Paul Badura-Skoda and Rudolf Serkin. He linked up to his youthful success (especially from Smetana Competition and Concertino Praga) surprisingly soon by a notable 5th place from a challenging Tchaikovsky competition in Moscow and by a laureate title from the Prague Spring International Competition. He did especially well in the first half of the 90's when he gradually received 1st prize from the Maria Callas Competition in Athens, laureate title from the Queen Elizabeth Competition in Brussels, 1st prize from the Belgian Radio and Television Competition and laureate title from Marguerite Long and Jacques Thibaud Competition in Paris. Today he has an imposing list of successful recitals behind him (Europe, America, Japan) as well as numerous excellent recordings.
	The most interesting include solo projects (Tchaikovsky, Liszt, Beethoven, Dvořák, Ježek, Janáček, Martinů) as well as a four-hand version of Janáček's overture Jealousy realized together with Rudolf Firkušný. His discography was recently also complemented by notable recordings of Dvořák's Slavonic Dances and Smetana's My Country in the four-hand version with his life-and artistic partner, wife Renata Ardaševová.	
	Igor Ardašev cooperated with many renowned local (Czech Philharmonic, Brno Philharmonic, Janáček Philharmonic Ostrava, Prague Symphony Orchestra, Virtuosi di Praga) as well as foreign orchestras (BBC Orchestra London, Royal Liverpool Philharmonic, Odense Symphonic Orchestra). He performs at many principal local festivals (Prague Spring, Moravian Autumn, Concentus Moraviae, Janáček May, Český Krumlov International Music Festival) as well as foreign events (Hong Kong Arts Festival, Festspiele Europäische Wochen Passau, Internationales Musikfestival Schleswig-Holstein, Edinburgh International Festival, Musica Mundi Waterloo, Ohridsko leto).	We should also mention his recent engagements with Orquesta de Valencia (2004, Dvořák's Piano Concerto), Edinburgh International Festival 2005, cooperation with Orchestre National des Pays de la Loire (Poulenc: Concert for two pianos together with Renata Ardaševová) which started by a concert in Brno during Moravian Autumn and shall continue in Angers and Nantes in 2006. Igor Ardašev is also a favourite soloist with Malta National Orchestra where he guest performed in 2005 (Rachmaninov: Piano Concerto no.2) and in 2006 (Beethoven: Triple Concerto, Op. 56).

Mrs. Jaroslava VERNEROVÁ PĚCHOČOVÁ
While studying at the Pardubice Conservatory with Prof. Martin Hršel, she took part in the International Smetana Piano Competition, where she won 1st prize, thus beginning her artistic career. In 1998, she began studying at the Faculty of Music of the Academy of Music in Prague with Prof. Ivan Moravec. She also completed master classes with Nelly Akopian and in 2002, she completed postgraduate studies in London at the Royal College of Music. In 1997, she performed at the Athens Festival and the Mladé pódium Festival in Karlovy Vary, in 2004 she performed in the Matinee series at the Prague Spring, and in 2005 she was again invited to the Mladé pódium, where she won the best soloist award. Her recitals were included, among others, in the World Piano Competition (FOK), Young talents (Osaka). In 2016, she performed at the Music and Beyond festival in Ottawa (Canada). She has performed solo with practically all domestic orchestras, including the Czech Philharmonic and the Prague Symphony Orchestra (FOK). Abroad with the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra, Gunma Symphonic Orchestra, etc. She collaborates with leading Czech instrumentalists (Václav Hudeček, Ludmila Peterková, etc.) and is a founding member of the Dvořák Piano Quartet.

SOLO SINGING 
Mrs. Leena ARFFMAN
a Finnish soprano and a voice teacher both in classical and pop/jazz-styles. She studied voice teaching at the Conservatory of Tampere, Finland with Mrs. Heini Kivimäky-Hietanen and graduated in 1996. She finished her postgraduate studies at the same conservatory with Mrs. Satu Sippola-Nurminen in 2000. She has also completed extra stidies in pop/jazz music at Metropolia University of applied Sciences in Helsinki, Finland in 2011.
Arfmann has worked as a voice teacher in many Finnish Music Institutes, for example in Zampere Conservatory/ University of applied Sciences for 10 years. Since 2009 she is teaching classical and pop/jazz-singin in Kotka Music institute.
She has played several roles in Tampere Opera productions and is regularly used as a solist of major church such as Bach's st. Matthew Passion, St.John Passin, Händel's Messiah, Mozart's Requiem. In 2013 Arfmann released a disc „Ave Maria“ with Mr.Esa Ylönen as a pianist/organist.

Mr. Kari ARFMANN
is a Finish actor, a theater director and a theatre manager. He has studied acting in Tampere University and has made master of arts degree there. After graduating he has been working as an actor in several big theatres in Finland. He has been a theatre manager in Kotka city theatre and Jyväskylä city Theatre. As an actor he has done lots of musical roles for example the beast and farquaad (Shrek the musical). He has also directed many musicals and some operas. Last show which he has directed was Mozart¨s Opera Don Giovanni in  Jyväskylä.
He has studied singing in Tampere Conservatory and has been taking part in several estill method-courses in Finland. Nowadays he is working as an frelance actor and director.

Mrs. Michiyo KEIKO
was born in Kóbe in Japan. She studied Chugoku Junior Collage at Okajama city with professor Jasukazu Kondó and then graduated at HAMU in Prague. She is currently hosted in The National Theatre, in The Opera Mozart, cooperate with ensemble Barocco sempre giovane and with Aleš Bárta, Václav Uhlíř and Pavel Svoboda - the organists, and with Jaroslav Šaroun, the pianist. She was hosted in F. X. Šalda Theatre in Liberec. Imporant part of her work is song literature (she recorded plenty of song pieces for Český Rozhlas). Since 2006 she taught at The Conservatory Pardubice. In 1994 she became laureate of Antonín Dvořák Internatiol Singing Competition in Karlovy - she received the award for the best interpretation of Czech cycle (Klement Slavický – Ej, srdénko moje) and Czech opera arias (Jenůfa from Leoš Janáček's Její pastorkyně). In 1996 she received the award of Masaryk Academy of Arts.
Currently she works in Italy as a solo singer and teacher.
